Suinauna:
O ‘upu ia e sui ai nauna (Words that substitute for nouns) – O suinauna ua mafai ‘ona fa’atūlaga mai i totonu o la tātou gagana e ‘avea o ni ‘Upu Fa’avae/Structure or Content Words.

O le mea e tatau ‘ona mātau i le vāega lenei o le kalama o le gagana Sāmoa, o le iloilo o o lātou fōliga (There is a need to take note of the kinds of forms they take).  

O nai tūlāfono e fa’atatau i Suinauna (General Rules for Pronouns):

O fōliga po ‘o forms o suinauna o le gagana Sāmoa e māsani lava ‘ona va’aia pe atagia mai totonu o fuai’upu Sāmoa – E ala i le tu mai i luma pe muamua fo’i i le veape (‘Ona ‘avea lea ma Autū) po ‘o le mulimuli fo’i i le veape (‘ona ‘avea lea ma Autū po ‘o le Subject po ‘o se Suinauna Fa’a’ātoa (Object).

Note:  The forms of Sāmoan Pronouns are determined by whether they come before the verb (Subject) or after the verb (Subject or Object).  This concept is applied to the following example: 

Fa’ata’ita’iga #1:

· Na ‘ē tulia a’u (Suinauna Fa’a’ātoa/Object)

· Na vali e a’u. (Autū/Subject)

Mātau fo’i la i fuai’upu o lo ‘o ‘ave atu i luga – O le suinauna lea o le a’u ua mafai ‘ona galue mo ‘Autū po ‘o le Subject ae fa’apea fo’i mo Suinauna Fa’a’ātoa (Object).

Note:  In those two examples, a’u serves for both Subject and Object.

Fa’ata’ita’iga #2:

· Na te alu.

· Na alu ia.

· Sa lātou ‘avea ia i le uafu. (Suinauna Fa’a’ātoa po ‘o le Object)

O le fuai’upu muamua, o le na o fōliga ia o le suinauna o lo ‘o muamua i le veape.  I le fuai’upu lona lua, o le ia o fōliga ia o le suinauna o lo ‘o mulimuli i le veape.  Peita’i, o le fuai’upu lona tolu, o le ia le Suinauna Fa’a’ātoa po ‘o le Object.

Note:  In the first sentence, na is the form the pronoun takes before the verb.  In the second and third, ia is the form the same pronoun takes after the verb.  In the second sentence, ia is the subject; in the third, ia is a direct object.

Fa’ata’ita’iga #3: (Mamanu:  Muamua/Suinauna + Veape + Mulimuli/Suinauna)

Fa’ata’ita’i #4:

· Ua ou fiu a’u.

· Ua ou fiu ‘ita (po ‘o ta’ita)

‘Ā ‘ē mātau lelei mai fuai’upu o lo ‘o ‘ave atu i luga – o lo ‘o fa’ailoa mai ai o sui e lua mo ‘ou ma a’u, o ta ma ‘ita (ta ‘ita fo’i).  E fa’aaogā tele i talanoaga, ma e fa’aaogā i tusitusiga lē aloa’ia.  E lē tatau lava ‘ona fa’aaogā i ni tusitusiga aloa’ia (These pronouns must not be applied to formal writings except for informal writings).

Fa’ata’ita’iga #1:

· O le tamāloa pu’upu’u.

· O le teine ‘aulelei.

O le tūlāfono tāua lava e fa’atatau i Soānauna, e lē mafai ‘ona soso’o ni soānauna se lua e mulimuli i se nauna.  E o’o fo’i i ni soānauna se tolu e matuā lē mafai lava.  Peita’i, a iai se tūlaga e fa’apea, e tatau la ‘ona atagia mai i totonu o se fuifui’upu po ‘o se phrase.

Note:  Two consecutive adjectives are not permitted in the case of using Sāmoan Adjectives.  Three such adjectives are definitely impossible.

Note:  Always be careful based on the fact that many words can serve as adjective and verb – as such plural forms are the same.
