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Recent Slang Expressions/Fad Words: 

· Pe’u/fui: girlfriend/boyfriend

· Dice: nice, good, awesome

· Seki: nice, good, awesome

· Masta: master or name given to someone that is good at doing something
· Faga sau lāpiki: (negative) literally –shooting a rabbit –used when 1) someone 
steals something 2) to do something secretly

· Fa’apā sau pomu asu: leaving without saying goodbye (negative)

· Fa’apā le pomu (Samoa College hostel word): eat food secretly.

· Kuoli: can describe someone whose character is questionable or one who is not too serious as expected
· Pa le va’a: go off into the deep end, angry 

· ‘Ova se mea: too much
· Matu: from matua –mature or old
· Mosi: from mosimosi –a young, immature person
· Sifi: chief or some locals refer to this term as a gang leader (different from matai)

· ‘Onosa’i lou loto/lou loko: slang –have patience! 
· kama sesē/kama sasa’o: referring to someone with an outstanding behavior/attitude in a humorous way 
· Ia fa!: “fa” is from the word “tōfā” which means goodbye however the phrase means “no” 

· ‘Ē, no future!: it literally means no future in terms of not having education or employment

· Rasta: a male that has long hair or one that fashions his or her hair with a dreadlock style
· Ua li kams!: same as the English slang for “What’s up/Was up”

· Tiki: same as “cheeky” 

· Fia poko: an arrogant person or one that thinks he or she is smart but is not 

· Se oso le mea!: same as the English slang for “Bring it on”  
· Ninja: name given to a thief because of the resemblance in the characteristics that is possessed by a professional ninja

· Poki lou maka: (negative in some way) it literally means punching your eye

· Seu ou fika!: expression of dismay as a result of something not done by the other person for you

· Fika faalelei!: a malicious expression to another person that literally means you have to behave good (or else) – sometimes used as a humorous expression by a close friend 
· Fai lāmū: same as the expression – “Take it easy”

· Yeso/Yesterday: closely related to the most commonly used Samoan greetings – in simple terms it means ‘hi’
· ‘E lē vālea fo’i nei fānau!: a common Samoan slang that means “We are not stupid” – used by locals most of the times to respond to discrimination (it’s a humorous expression but sometimes negative)
· Ia ua uma!: it’s over/done
